Wells Fargo Assists with Park Cleanup - More
than 40 Branch Managers and Regional Executives from
Wells Fargo pitched in on a Saturday morning at the City’s
Lakeside Sand Pine Preserve. The team worked together
with City staff to remove invasive plant species, clear paths,
remove Hurricane Irma debris, and place protective material
around gopher tortoise burrows. They also refurbished trail
markers and wildlife displays along the park’s pathways. The
National Wildlife Federation’s Senior Director of Community
Wildlife Patrick Fitzgerald flew down from Washington, D.C.
to participate.
